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Rendezvous at Winter Park:
Resources that just get better...
One reason why Rendezvous, the creative new resort community between Winter Park and Fraser, has posted such strong sales this year is its remarkable location, ten minutes from the base of Winter Park Mountain.  And part of what visitors like about that location are the lush natural resources that come with home ownership at Rendezvous, anchored by lush forest, hilltop views, and a scenic stretch of the trout-laden Fraser River.

Koelbel and Company, widely respected for its residential communities set around natural amenities, is the perfect steward for such a resource.  Not only does Koelbel take extraordinary measures to protect natural features as part of its master planning, but also works to enhance their beauty and usability over the community’s lifetime.

This past summer, five years into Rendezvous’ master plan, Koelbel handed over a newly created riverside park and picnic area to the town of Fraser.  Rendezvous Park anchors the eastern edge of a particularly scenic expanse in the community, linked by a 150-foot-long footbridge to the historic Cozens Ranch Museum along Highway 40 and to a private pond.

Included in the dedication are a 2,400-square-foot timber-crafted picnic shelter that seats 50, a playground with climbing apparatus for children, and a climbing rock that has a climbable bear sculpture.  Koelbel’s development team, now completing a network of trails linking Rendezvous’ neighborhoods to the expansive forest, opened up the riverbank along the park to provide seating for visitors and easier access for fishing.  
Meanwhile, the project protected an old cabin that Billy Cozens, the former sheriff of Central City who established Rendezvous’ stage stop and post office in the early 1870s, had lived in with his family during their first year in the valley.
History was in the air when Koelbel President Walter “Buz” Koelbel, Jr., joined Fraser Mayor Fran Cook, Grand County Historical Association President Yvonne Knox, and Colonnade Communities President Keith Neale in a fire-lighting ceremony to dedicate the park.  Koelbel reminded the gathering that the natural beauty of Winter Park and Fraser had always been a prized resource for families along the Front Range, dating to the first rail links over the divide and to the monumental mountain park program begun by Denver Mayor Robert A. Speer.
As the Fraser Valley moves into ski-destination mode for the winter season, Rendezvous’ park and surrounding neighborhoods are on view daily.
